These rides take place in Rajasthan, west of Detleographically varied area comprising the Thar Desert, the
Aravalli mountains and large areas of semi-desert strighhistorically one of India's richest regions aod will ride
through the former kingdoms of Marwar, the capital bfol was Jodhpur, and Mewar, the capital of which was
Udaipur. Both Kingdoms were governed by Rajput rulers of sepaeate and their descendants are a proud and
colourful race. The region is dotted with ancient Fartd magnificent Palaces that were the private hoifrid® soyal
princes. Many are now used as hotels and are unique, wolhgladdes to stay. The rides are organised by
Raghuvvendra Singh, known as 'Bonnie’, an ex-Indian afficgioand now one of India's top breeders of Mawari
horses as well as an accomplished polo player. Hidyfdammme, Dundlod Fort, is the grand and characterfulista
point for most trips and Bonnie himself is a charming vikedgeable and thoughtful guide. Together with his busine
partner, Arun deo Sanger, who skilfully arranges the ba@ndgdogistics, Bonnie and his staff will show you the
whole spectrum of life in Rajasthan. From the peafsainters who eke out a living in the dusty scrub and debert,
simple, traditional subsistence villages you ride gadhe splendid, privileged life of the royal princes wéos
sumptuous palace homes open their doors to you. All irhalietrides are an unbeatable way to experience thigfpa
India.

The Terrain The rides take you through the open, sandy, desertelike ©f Marwar and into Mewar which is full of
hills and lakes. Between the two, runs the thickly fie@&umbalgarh Wildlife Sanctuary, where you may seeegam
such as Black Buck, Chinkara deer and Nilgai antelope, thestof India's antelope. The terrain you cross is géipe
excellent for riding - largely flat with sandy tracksnd dunes, rough scrub, acacia and Khejri trees. Yoalsdllride
through rural farmland where crops of millet, wheat elmdk peas are grown by local farmers who work the latid w
cattle and camels. You will pass many small villageleseents and temples, will see local women and childre
collecting water at village wells and men working in fieéds. The local people especially the children, arg ve
friendly and love to watch the horses pass.
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Accommodation Accommodation on the rides is in Palace hotels,sFamt ‘Havelis’ (merchants houses) that have
been converted to hotels, in other good quality and caafifie hotels, or in private tented camps set up for you by
staff. Many of the Palace hotels are superb and renavthde unique setting, imposing architecture and wonderful
(though often slightly faded) grandeur. Udaipur's Shiv Niwasflmating Lake Palace Hotel are probably the best
known, but Rajasthan is full of lesser known, charmimg) @ften exquisitely built ancient forts, castles andqes,
many of which are privately owned and have been restoragéas hotels by their owners. Most rides start avith
night at Dundlod Fort, Bonnie’s family home, and an impg$uilding that dates back to the 1700s and surroundec
a moat. Although part is now rather dilapidated, lided and past its prime, the Fort has a magnificent dinimg roo
and library as well as several comfortable guest bedrdbimsaised as a hotel but still retains the inforniracter of
a home and a night or two here will give you a wondenfsight into how the old Indian families used to liveeTh
smaller hotels used are generally simpler but are dgrehosen for their charm, character and good servidearAl
different, perhaps with a particular highlight such &sautiful building or setting or a wonderfully persoredis
atmosphere and although in some plumbing and décor malittie tired, there is generally something special to me
up for this. Hotel rooms have private bathroom with lod stmower or bath. Hot / running water and electricity is
reliable in most hotels although occasionally supplieg bealimited or interrupted and you need to make allowsance
for this and bear in mind that supplies in rural India nilt be as reliable or as sophisticated as you may detuse
the west. When camps are set up large, walk in tentssacewith camp beds, bed-side tables and small chasteals
provided. There are separate portable shower and loo tertts arei shared between guests and sometimes the car
may be set up in the ramparts of an ancient forudding so there will be a good water supply and flush lcezsloy.
Rates assume twin-shared accommodation but single ro@mis are usually possible at a supplement. If you are
travelling alone you will need to book a single room (pag the supplement) unless you are prepared to share wit|
another guest AND we definitely have someone to shdareyou.

Meals The food on the rides is good and great care is takés pmaparation. Meals are a combination of local and
European food, with spicy local dishes toned down toveestern palates. The day may start with a cooked lastaddf
eggs and toast, served with tea or coffee and perhapesdsaa delicious yoghurt based drink. Lunch, is oftbota
freshly cooked, buffet-style picnic that is served whital pre out riding, with a choice of local dishes saglsamosas
soup, chappatis and lentil dahl on offer. It is genera&ltyexd from a table, then eaten whilst seated on snieilifo
canvas chairs set around a large picnic mat. Dinner, affamlmffet style, will give you a chance to taste earhthe
more elaborate specialities of the region and is e¢hten at your hotel, or when camping, seated around@feam
Bottled mineral water is included in the trip rate (onelbger person per day) and further supplies and other drink
can be bought for an extra charge. Although Indian wimetishe best, the local beers are excellent!
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Weather The rides take place during the winter and spring monthserleer and January are winter and days are
usually sunny and, except in windy weather, warm enougshidisleeves with average temperatures between 70 a
80 degrees F. It can be cold at night however, particulatlye desert, with temperatures sometimes dropping to
freezing. This is the dry season but there can still fght chance of rain. March is the start of spring ot weather
usually sets in towards the end of March / April. Inye8tarch days are warm to hot, although you may need & ligh
pullover at nightOctober is usually quite hot with temperatures starongpbl down in the latter part of the month.
November is generally very pleasant.

Thersnsall
temple on the top and a lovely view of the entire afedve at Nagaur in the afternoon, where the Falirbe in full
swing with a hubub of camels and other animals, hawket¢raders. Dinner and the night in camp, set up away frc
the town, quite close to the Fair (B,L,D)

Day 10 -A day to visit the Camel Fair by horse and on foot. &fae usually about 25,000 camels on display at the
fair, as well as horses, cattle and numerous havekerstalls selling handicrafts, jewellery, cloth aods. People
come from hundreds of miles to buy and sell theirsiwek and the Fair is a wonderful example of the ah¢iaditions
of rural India. Dinner and second night in camp. (B,L,D)

Day 11- After breakfast, say farewell to your horse anchtodamp staff and set off by vehicle to Khimsar (about ar
hour’s drive). The night will be spent in great luxuryte Khimsar Fort Hotel.
