The HorsesMongolia retains one of the last horse-based cultarédsei world and horses are still commonly used fol
transport. Mongolian horses are small - around 13 hahdsthey are strong, extremely agile and used to longstaful
hard work. Their stamina and dexterity is outstandingtheg are tough and extremely sure footed over rocky, evel
snow-covered mountains. They are generally unshod arichared in a different style to our horses, althougytare
easy and fun to ride and will willingly canter for ngilhrough open grassy meadows.

The number of Gers in each Ger Camp vdoesXample
there are about 12 standard twin / double Gers and 2 duxd/damily Gers at the Tuul Riverside ger camp) aral t
camps also have washing facilities with hot and cold runnirigrveend flush loos (either in a separate block or
occasionally attached to each individual ger) as veedl eestaurant / dining hall.
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Meals All meals are included whilst on the rides. Although fi®definitely not one of Mongolia's famous attracsion
with many items we are used to simply unavailable, & gféat is made and the best available produce is used on
these trips to try and ensure you eat well. At Ger catingre is usually a choice of menu, with both Mongaddigyle
dishes which include lots of meat and some Europeandisfies available. At mobile camps, food is prepared by a
western cook or a Mongolian trained in western style ecwp&o there is more variety. Mongolia is a meat gatin
country with mutton and beef the main meat varietied,usien served as mutton or beef stews and served with
dumplings. Fish such as lennox (a relative of the trangt)plentiful in the many lakes and rivers and, if caugiitpe
freshly cooked for you although fish is rarely eaten bydbals. Fresh vegetables are limited and rare outsale th
capital, but vegetarians can usually be catered for prdytty of advance notice is given. Alcohol is matluded
but you are free to bring your own - Mongolian vodka analgais readily available but should be drunk with care!

Weather Winter temperatures in Mongolia drop to - 40°C but in Agel spring thaw starts. May to August is the mi
Mongolian summer, when average temperatures are 13 to Soff@times rising to 25°C. Days are generally warm
sunny but nights are cool, particularly at altitude. Juty Angust are the warmest months, but are also the rainy
season and the weather can be unpredictable with blee @ké minute and rain the next. Showers are, hoyever
usually brief.

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Flights and Travel You will need to flyto Ulaan Baatar (UB) and flights are either via Moscbrankfurt or Beijing.
You can fly to Moscow or Beijing with British Airwaysugd various other airlines) and then onto UB with either
Aeroflot or MIAT, the Mongolian airline, from Moscowy with MIAT or Air China from Beijing. Aeroflot genersl
have two flights a week from London which connect shtaigrough Moscow to UB and fares are around £850
economy return + taxes. Or, you can spend a night ico®n the way. Flights with British Airways and thgllAT
or Air China via Beijing, or with MIAT via Frankfurt and Moow, are usually a little more, from around £900 per
person economy return + taxes.

Visas- A visa is required to visit Mongolia, though in 1997 visgutations were relaxed slightly and tourists are no
longer required to have a letter of invitation to visih @ceipt of your booking form, we will send you a visa
application form and details on how to apply, or youaewnload a form from the Mongolia Embassy website.tdPo:
applications are no longer accepted, so you will eithed teeeall at the Mongolian consulate in London in person
use a specialist visa services agency.

Health - No jabs are required as a condition of entry to Moagobm the UK and Europe although MASTA (Medica
Advisory Services for Travellers Abroad) recommends gosure you are up to date with inoculations against Polic
Tetanus, Typhoid and Hepatitis A. If you are not up te dath these you should visit your GP or a travel clabout

4 weeks before departure.

Khentii Ride - example itinerary

The Khentii region is remote and beautiful, with se@eested valleys where bears, wolves, red deer amsenstill
exist (though they are difficult to see!). Genghis Kisasaid to have originated from the Khentii. Accordinguhzient
manuscripts, he was born near Dadal in north weshthklis name was Temuchin; Genghis Khan, meaning ‘great
all powerful ruler’, was a title given to him at tage of 39.

Day 1 -You will be met from your flight and driven to a 3* hotehere the night is spent. Lunch and the afternoon 1
rest and perhaps explore some of the city.

Day 2 - After breakfast set off driving from Ulaan Baatakieentii National Park (about a 3 hour drive), famous ter
beautiful landscape with granite formations.

Days 11 & 12 -Leaving the horses, drive to the Ogoomor valley. The mexdays are a great chance to meet the
nomads of this area, to visit their families and tol@gmore of the beautiful Terelj National Park. Dinoe the last
night in this area will be the very typical Mongoliaast of horhog - a dish of mutton made wonderfully tebgeslow
cooking in a huge, metal urn with vegetables, water andtboées from the fire.

Lake Hovsgol and the Reindeer People - sample itinerary

The far north of Mongolia is an area renowned fohiggh mountains covered in thick taiga forest, crystsiclakes,
rivers teeming with taimen and lennox, and lush, greeen ealleys. This journey takes you right into the hetthe
Lake Hovsgol National Park to visit the spectacular registto the north-west of Lake Hovsgol - the Valleyttud
Great Lakes. It is in this part of Mongolia that th@dtsn minority group live and it is one of the most renaotd
difficult areas of the country to reach. The Tsadwmismen use reindeer for transporting supplies, ridingraliachg
and there are only 30 or 40 Tsaatan herding familiasglitheir traditional century old lifestyle.

Day 1 -Arrive Ulaan Baatar and transfer to a 3* hotel. Theiddyee for sightseeing or resting in the city. A wehs
dinner at a local restaurant with music and entertaibn@vrernight at a hotel in Ulaan Baatar.

Day 2 -After an early breakfast you will be transferredhe &irport for your local flight to Moron, the capitd the
Khovsgol Aimag. The flight usually departs Ulaan Baat&7a20 and arrives Moron at 09.00. You will be met at the
local airport by the vehicles and driven towards Darkha@yad the west of Lake Hovsgol.

The Orkhonhe t
most famous of them and for thousands of years the @ikae been a centre for the nomadic peoples who traire
animals on the Steppes of Arkhangai and the slopes #ftaiegai Mountains. Their lifestyle has changed litilehe
last millennium — they still herd their sheep, horsesyakd, protect them against the harsh weather and thvesyol
and rely on the Orkhon river for water. This journeyl give you some insight into their lives and the ldoatsemen
riding with you will give you the opportunity of visiting thyairts where their nomadic friends and family livetekithe
ride you return to Ulaan Baatar to witness the Nadaastnvag a wonderful display of local sports and cotges
including the famous horse race of some 20 miles in whieloickeys are all children.
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Day 1 -Arrive Ulaan Baatar and transfer to a 3* hotel. A dagightseeing, including Gandan Monastery and the B

Ghengis Khan launched his cavalry. On arrival thetrabsgious landmark is the Erdenzuu Monastery. This menast
was built in 1586 and is surrounded by a massive 400m x 400mNwe#la single nail was used in the construction o
the ornate temples, only a few of which remain standftey the communist purges. In previous times the grounds
over 60 temples with 10,000 monks using them for their dailgkip. Visit the monastery and ride on to the Orkhor
River and tonight’'s camp. (B,L,D)

Day 6- The ride continues in the direction of the Tuvkhuoridstery. Camp is set up at Nariin. Dinner and night in
camp. (B,L,D)

Day 7- A morning ride up the hill to the Tuvkhun Monastery, bfal the first religious King of Mongolia, Ondor
Gegeen Zanabazar. It was a place of rest and medifatithe Khan and also one of artistic inspiratisrha was a
renowned painter and sculptor. The monastery is sitwatedhilltop in the Khangai mountain range. It was ogstl
during the devastation of the 1930s but has been restorethevast few years and was officially reopened plaee
of worship in 1997.

Day 8 -Ride along the Orkhon Valley to the Orkhon waterfélflis valley is known as the cradle of the Mongolian
civilisation as many of Mongolia's ancient monumeigsvithin its borders. The Orkhon Waterfall marks the-hay
point of the Orkhon River, the longest river in Mongoli&ie area surrounding the waterfall is green and fedest
Make camp near the Orkhon waterfall.

Day 14 (Sunday 13th July) Breakfast at the hotel then transfer to the airporydar flight home. (B)

Mongol Ride

This ride takes place in the Terelj and Khentii regiba,homeland of Genghis Khan. The riding is through aimil
landscape to the Khentii Ride, but the area is nde@s remote. There is more interaction with tlwallblomadic
people and you experience their hospitality and learntabeir lives. Pack-horses may be used for some dfithe
depending on weather conditions (vehicle back up is normpalgible).

Day 1- Arrive Ulaan Baatar and transfer to a 3* hotel. @hg is free for sightseeing or resting in the city. Acome
dinner at a local restaurant with music and entertaibn@rernight at a hotel in Ulaan Baatar. (D)

Day 2 -Breakfast at your hotel and then the morning sightseeisiting Gandan Monastery and the National Histor
Museum followed by lunch at a local restaurant. Yol thén be transferred to the train station to takeia toa
Mandal, which takes about 2 hours. On your arrival, ydubgimet by your horseman and set off on a short(abdeut
8kms) towards the Bayangol River near the Bayangol Rd3mer in night in private tented camp. (B,L,D).
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Day 5 -After breakfast in camp, ride towards the Terelj Riviestly heading down to the Uliastai River and passing
through Davaany Am. The ride is about 30kms and camp is set tine ®anks of the Terelj River. Dinner and night |
tented camp. (B,D,L).

Day 6 -Breakfast and a relaxing day at the Terelj River inTtéeelj National Park. Riding available for those who
wish - or fishing or hiking. You might want to ride to viaitocal nomadic family, or simply take it easy aathx with
a book! Lunch, dinner and the night in camp. (B,L,D).

Day 7 -Set off again andontinue along the Terelj River. As you leave civiliaatbehind, you will start seeing
squirrels, marmots and various species of birds. Teewill cover about 30kms and tonight's camp is set up on the
slopes of Shilj Ereeny Pass, where there are many Milgefs in the spring and abundant wildlife. Dinner and niight
camp. (B,L,D).

Day 8 -After breakfast in camp, ride up to Gachuurt's Mount Nuramt wikitie heartland of the Khentii Mountain
range on the banks of the mighty Tuul River. The nigilamads Ger camp, about a 30km ride from this morning’
camp. Dinner and night at the Tuul ger Camp. (B,L,D).

Day 9 -Anotherday to relax and enjoy the natural beauty of this area.cén walk up the forested hillsides which al
decorated with wild flowers and crystal clear streamtgking up an appetite for dinner which tonight is the tradil
“Khorkhog! This specialty of mutton and vegetable is cooikeldot stones under high pressure. After dinner a chat
for a moonlight ride. Dinner and overnight at the Gem@a(B,L,D).

Day 10 -Breakfast and set off driving back to Ulaan Baatar (aBbkims). On arrival you will be taken to your hotel
and then have time to visit the Bogd Khaan Winter Palamme of the last religious king of Mongolia and tleeF
Arts Museum and also for some shopping! Lunch and dimretocal restaurant. Night at a hotel in Ulaan Baat
(B,L,D).

Day 11 -Breakfast at the hotel then transfer to the airparydéar flight home. (B)
