Flynn Ranch is a working ranch just outside the smathtof Townsend in Montana, midway between Yellowstone
and Glacier National Parks. It is run by Ted Flynn, whassestors have been ranching this land for generations, al
his wife Debra and it provides the adventurous travelldr avgreat chance to experience the real West andhliéeo
authentic working cattle ranch. The ranch covers abo00D0%cres in all, part of which surrounds the ranch house
part of which is in Montana's beautiful mountain coynigh above Townsend. It is run as it has beerdaturies -
yet it also has modern amenities to make your stayarvatie! Ted and Debra take a maximum of 6 guests in any
week ensuring that your stay is highly personalised vithdial bookings are welcome and it is also a wonderfuiceho
for a group of friends booking together. On certain datdeDrives, moving cattle to or between grazing allotisie
in the hills above Townsend, are organised.

Dates The ranch is open to guests for set weeks betweeraMh$peptember in 2009 (though stays may also be
possible on request for other weeks during this period - ptewpere). Ranch stays are generally 6 nights Monday t
Sunday with daily riding except on Sundays. Cattle drivesuardrom set dates in May and are also for 6 nights,
Monday to Sunday with 5 days riding. Please see the s fia both options at the end of this informatioreslaad
contact us to check availability.

TheHorses There is a good selection of horses at the ranch, ehegich are home or locally bred. The majority are
Quarter horse and Quarter horse crosses which averageld®hh to 15.2hh. There is no strict weight limit fders
but as special arrangements for weight carrying hdraes to be made (Quarter horses are not that big in genera
anyone weighing over 14 stone 4lbs (91kgs) should check withstisTihe horses are trained and ridden western st
with western tack and traditional western saddles.

Pace The riding pace during a stay at the ranch and on thie Catves is varied and really depends on the work tha
you are doing. During a ranch stay, with small groups of oplto 6 guests, riding is relaxed and you will be
encouraged to spread out and take your own line. Riding is iofthe mountains away from the main ranch house,
moving cattle, checking fences and so on and there camd®edistances to cover when the pace might be fast o
open, grassy but undulating, country. Alternatively, youhtnigail cattle at a slow pace or might have to slowly
negotiate steep banks or rough, scrub covered valleysaarmv, rocky tracks.

Riding Experience To ride at Flynn Ranch or to join a Cattle Drive you nhesa reasonably experienced rider. With

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Accommodation Accommodation at the ranch is in one of three 'buokbe' - weatherboard cabins - built in the
gardens of one of the ranch houses, home to Ted's soaWand his English wife Becky.

The imarik-
house has three bedrooms, each with a ‘bunk bed’ armeargef a double bed on the bottom and single bed on top
There is a second smaller bunkhouse, the ‘Blue Rodrithwis a one-room cabin, with two bunk beds each with
double bed at the bottom and single at the top. Theredsaahird bunkhouse, known as the ‘Guest House’, whiah i
small en-suite guest house with a double bedroom, a sitadieki a bathroom and living area with satellite tsiew,
sofa and tea and coffee making facilities. Generally@hest House bathroom is shared by all guests, although it c
be reserved privately by those wishing to book the excluseeof the Guest House, for an extra charge. Thelsoiga
fairly newly built ‘Cookhouse’ where guests congregatteevening and where meals are served. This has arkitcl
with cooker, microwave, satellite TV, ‘fridge and laundgilities which guests are free to use at any timalsti has
two bedrooms, a single and a double, although these arafijgpaty used during Cattle Drives when the ranch is
busier than in normal weeks. Altogether there are lfwas / shower-rooms in the ranch’s guest accommodétdion
guests to share - two in the Cookhouse, one in the Gloesie and one in a separate building along a wooden
walkway. On Cattle Drives riders return to the ranctheaght and accommodation is in the main bunkhouse, Gues
House, Cookhouse and Blue Room with shared bathroomstentthavailable for anyone who wishes.

Meals Food at the ranch is good, plentiful and fresh - daysiadeiin the mountain air do wonders for your appetite -
and the majority of meals are home cooked by yourshd&bst days begin early with breakfast served irCihek
House. During a ranch stay, lunch is usually a picniaidirg - bread, cheese, cold meat, fruit, biscuitssndn - and
is often eaten on a break near a mountain streameBiwhich (as is usual in the US) is generally eately aaabout

Weather. The climate in the area in summer is often pefffactiding, but weather in the mountains in Montana lsa
very changeable and unpredictable so warm clothes aagsabgsential. Day time temperatures in May and éarlg
are generally around 60 to 75 degrees F but rain, and evenisrgtilV possible at this time of year and the weattan
change from warm and sunny, to cold and wet (or evemwdihin one afternoon. From July to September dags ar
generally warm with temperatures between 70 and 90 degrdesugh early mornings and evenings can be cool
dropping to about 40 F. Rain showers and thunderstorms sséj@oyear round even in summer, but are more likely
the early season in May and June.

Flynn Ranch Cattle Drives The following is an example itinerary for one of lgnn Ranch Cattle Drives but please
note that it is only an example of what is planned awth €lay's route and 'on trail' schedule is flexibledegends on
factors such as the behaviour of the cattle, the weatid the miles ridden and may well vary every day and @rive
to drive.

Day 1 (Monday) - You will be met in Bozeman, either at the airpmrat your hotel and driven to Flynn Ranch. Shov
to your rooms and meet your hosts and other guests. Dinnéneandjht at the ranch. (D)

Day 2 (Tuesday) - Breakfast then meet the horses. You will be intreduo the Western tack and there will be a shc
safety talk, followed by a familiarisation ride to geedgo the horses and tack. Typically you will ride oatrf the
ranch to gather cattle in the lower pastures whearg lave been kept for the winter. However, dependingenther
cattle are, horses may be taken by truck to the hilleyevipou mount up and ride out to where cattle are at pagtur
break for lunch, then start rounding up mothers and categding them into corrals for the night. Return tordmech
for dinner, some evening entertainment and stories aroenchthp fire or perhaps a chance to fish in the riétL.,D)

Day 3 (Wednesday) - Breakfast then return to the horses and cattle anohtinugp to start driving cattle. A picnic lunch
along the way then continue herding cattle in the'adten, driving them into holding pens for the night. Returtinéo
ranch for dinner around the camp-fire, perhaps with a ehfomcsome evening fishing or a trip to a natural warm spr
spa.

Day 4 (Thursday) - Breakfast and continue along the trail until lunthl@out noon. After lunch move cattle on up th
trail and corral them for the night. Dinner at thectaand a briefing about the next day, then perhaps awisie local
watering hole, ‘The Bunkhouse Bar'.

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Entertainment at night at the ranch is usually low kegal 'cowboy’ style - it may include such things asatal of

There are sevoptimins for
flights to Bozeman - usually the best routing is viNibrth West Airlines via Minneapolis but this depends ortithe

Please also ensure you have adequate medical / trawelnos in case of an emergency. This is particularly itapb
