Riding Trip Information Sheet
Morocco is a wonderful mix of African and Arabian cudiuthere are exotic Arabian cities with colourful souks,
cedarwood forests and lush valleys in the Atlas mounthutge sand dunes and date palm oases in the south and
endless empty beaches. The local Berber people haveigeauhich is very much linked with the horse and thayeh
their own unique breed, the Berber Arabs, perfectly stitetbsert and mountains. The different ride itineragigdore
several distinct parts of Morocco including rides inMiddle Atlas Mountains, along the Atlantic Coast andtun
northern edge of the Sahara Desert. All this, along wihter sun, only a short flight from the UK.

The HorsesThe horses used are mostly pure and cross bred Berldes éfrbetween about 14.2hh and 16 hh. They
of a fairly narrow build, but are strong and sure fooldary are a forward going, responsive and enjoyable ride an
there is a good selection of horses for riders o&dbffit abilities. Renate and Driss Erroudani, who owrstiigles,
have about 30 horses in all, including stallions, mardda@ads. On the rides both mares and stallions ar -uere
may be 2 or 3 stallions on any one ride, and these pdsel kept apart from each other but they are easy tootand
responsive (though a little noisy!) If you have a prefeeeas to what you prefer to ride (mare or stallioahtyou need
only ask. There is a weight limit of 95kg (15 stone) thouglage call to check if you are close to this - soneim
experienced heavier riders can be taken.

Riding These rides are certainly taxing and are aimed at fitsridp like to move on - itineraries are strenuous
(particularly the longer desert rides) with long hourthm saddle and some good opportunities for long canteese Tt
will generally be about 6 hours riding a day broken up withst for lunch and a siesta. The daily itinerary valy a
little depending on the time of year - if it is hotuymay be woken early to ride in the cool of the morniogsing for a
long lunch and a siesta in the shade during the heéheafay and then riding again when the temperature drops1 W
it is cooler you will ride for longer during the middletbe day. Tack is English style and saddle bags are supgiied
carrying personal items. The trips are lead by Renate,svBwiss and speaks English, French, German andcAaali
has lived in Morocco for about 15 years. Grooms areamwl ho look after the horses at lunch stops and wben y
arrive in camp, but you are very welcome to help andd¢k tip and untack your own horse if you wish. Rides are
arranged for a minimum of 4 and maximum of 10 guests (thougip e is often kept to just 8).
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PaceThe pace on the rides is fast to moderate overal, ggbd opportunities for some long canters each day. In sc
places, the going is rocky and rough or stony and theypididee slow as the horses have to walk or may nedszktled
for a short while. In other areas where the going is goodmay canter for a mile or so, then rest some mirfates
breather, before cantering on again. Each areatttealifferent but you are generally covering about 46akm a day.

Riding ExperienceTo join these rides you should have a reasonable @améuding experience and should be com-
fortable, relaxed and able to control a well schooledédarhen riding outside at the walk, trot and canter. Sfmuld
also be used to riding over varied terrain. You will ertfog/ trips much more if you are riding fit and if you do ridée
regularly at home we recommend you accustom yours#ietbours spent in the saddle with regular training befor
you go. You also need to quite physically fit, sometimesuit be hot, it can be cold at night, and you may reézht
horses over rough ground etc, so the rides are quite damganglarticularly the longer desert safaris (Tafilalelt,
Nomadic Lands & White Beaches, Tata Akka, Ouarzazafagora and the West Sahara)

Terrain Morocco offers a huge variety of landscape ranging frbve groves and green fields of wheat in the north,
forested valleys in the middle atlas, flat topped manstand extinct volcanoes of the Atlas and Anti Atthg

Atlantic Coast and of course the sand dunes of the Sdbsaeat in the far south. In the desert you will ride pases of
date palms and characteristic villages made of mud thataminated by Kasbahs with their tall towers and might
walls. Narrow shepherd tracks link mountain villages andgelage often quite stony. Sandy river valleys, opdegl
and beaches provide an excellent chances for fasteg iaahd on each ride there are lots of opportunities t@mabt
canter.

Accommodation Accommodation on all rides is in a mixture of hoteld aamps which are set up ahead of you. All
the hotels are comfortable and are of a reasonabléasthrgenerally about 2* although they do vary in facilibesall
bedrooms have en-suite bathrooms (usually with a shatlger than bath) and they often have a swimming pool.
Camping is fairly basic, some of the equipment is ratt¢y and there are no frills. Small 2 man domesten¢ used,
with foam mattresses (about 3" thick) provided to sleep ber€Tis a general mess tent for eating, a 'short adrop' |
tent, and also a washing tent. Hot water is provided on refiregashing (though not in huge quantities) and you ce
'shower’ with a bowl of water inside the tent. Luggaglebe transported by back up vehicle which will alsoetmgou
for lunch where possible. Folding tables and stools d@ngpsfor lunch (when the back up vehicle can meet you) and
dinner. When it is not possible to meet the back up &picnic lunch will be carried in the saddlebagseRassume
twin bedded rooms but singles can be arranged at a supplement.
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Meals The French influence in Morocco ensures a good and vasesth and meals are a simple mixture of local anc
European food. Breakfast is generally just fresh breattehand jam, perhaps yoghurt or fruit, coffee withrndk or
tea. Lunch is either cooked by the back up team if you theevehicle or carried as a picnic in saddle bagsadyr
cheeses and salads eaten in a shady spot out ridinge€Cowals usually start with a salad (tomato and cucumber f
instance - not usually lettuce), soup or starter, followed logal dish such as Moroccan chicken, meatballs avith
tomato sauce, tajeens or couscous. Melons, grapes, poaiegrar some other seasonal fruit will round off thalme
Mint tea is a great favourite in Morocco (generally drankeet!) and will be offered to you when you arrive impa
after riding and at lunch. Although Morocco is a Mustiountry, it is fairly relaxed and wine and beer are atdal to
purchase - when camping you need to advise your guide if yowl Wieellwine or beer or other drinks so that these ¢
be bought. Generally you keep a tab and pay for extra dnrdeamp at the end of the ride. Bottled mineral water is
provided. Vegetarians can be catered for but please letousikradvance if you have any special dietary requiresne

Weather The geological variety of Morocco also means a widgeasf climatic conditions - but it does offer year
round sun. The coastal regions are generally mild, withege temperatures from 12C in the winter to 25 C in the
summer (though day time temperatures can easily excedThe interior, particularly the south, can beisgfly hot
in the summer, particularly when the hot and dry Sioowinds blow form the desert. Rainy season is usually
November to January - but even during these months ihéttée rain in the southern desert areas. Howavéhne hills
and mountains rain is possible year round. Mean morghipératures in °C for Fes, Ouzarzate and Agadir are as
follows:

Itinerary The following is an example of th®oyal Cities Ride- please enquire for other itineraries.

Day 1- Arrive Casablanca or Rabat airport. If you arriv€asablanca there is a good train service from the istiatio
the airport to Rabat ville station (about 1hr 30mins)yoli have the time the Medina and the garden of Oudaiya i
Rabat are well worth a visit. In the evening meet youdlegand other riders at the Hotel Bouregreg for dinner and tt
night. (D)

Day 2 - Breakfast and set off driving early in the morning tostadles close to the city of Meknes.

Meet the horses - small but strong Berber-Arabs witt af stamina. Set off riding towards the foot of theuntain
range of Zerhound. The route will wind through many smé#ges with clay houses and olive trees, sunflowers an
cornfields. Follow a small river valley up to the wjaof Sainte de Sidi Ali with splendid views of Mekresl the
surrounding countryside. Meet the vehicle for a picnicttuaued in the afternoon ride on through sandy fields which
offer many chances for good canters. Arrive at camp wikisbt up beside in a small river valley close toRbenan
ruins of Volubilis. A chance to visit this site wit'siancient temples, bathing houses and beautiful mo3diese may
also be time to visit the wonderful markets in the t@&#iMoulay Adriss - the first Royal Arab City of Maroo - which
overlooks Volubilis. Dinner and night in camp. (B,L,D).
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Day 3- Breakfast in camp then set off riding towards Moutkysk, through olive groves, and up to the peak of the
Zegota. There are magnificent views of the Rif moustasmyou make your way to the sources of Nzala Des Ben
Ammar. Here the ground is rocky and allows few cropsaavgr just olive trees and small shrubs. The route tghes
through a country that it is so deserted and devoid o&hdife that it is hard to believe. A few shepherds lwarfound
around a water well where they bring their animals tokdrithese wells are very important socially as @eyone of
the few places that remote families will meet othenkn beings to talk, collect news and discuss rumours.dride
camp set up in an olive grove. Dinner and night in camp., (B,

Day 4 - Today's ride will cross the white mountain rangehefRif. Ride past a little village with small low hou$esit
of clay, which is almost medieval. Agriculture herelise by hand in the old fashioned way and you will see many
women working hard in the fields. Stop for a picnic luack the ride on, descending to the oued Mikkes. Follow th
stream along many small windy tracks, passing severalVillages. Camp is set up in a river valley within an olive
grove. Dinner and night in camp. (B,L,D)

Day 5 - Breakfast in camp and set off riding into 'Death &gl The valley is so named because the river issadty
and the water cannot be used for drinking, irrigationvestock. The people living in this valley are forced tdegoh
water up to three hours march away. The land in 'DeatleW is sterile with colours changing between ye)lovhite
and beige. The route takes you through many small berksges| via sandy fields from Moulay Yakoud, and up to
fertile plains surrounding Fes. A few final canters delmough the fields to arrive at an olive grove where thrsds
and grooms will spend the night. Lunch in camp and theo dhive to a hotel in the city of Fes. Time to wastay
the dust and change and set off to visit the old towresf the Medina, the old University, the Souk with narstneets
with all kinds of shops. Dinner and night at the hotdtes. (B,L,D)

Day 6 - Breakfast at the hotel then leave the royal céjpining the horses in camp. The countryside todayrig ve
different, fertile plains with a few rolling hills andnsll river valleys. You may spot turtles in the stredahad dive un-
der water to escape the horses’ feet. Stop for a patnie top of a hill, amongst the fig trees. Not faapve a spring
which is a popular watering hole and washing spot for Idegpiserds. From here you can see the entire Fes aaiiey
even the mountains of the Atlas. In the afternooneiéwards the foothills of the Atlas mountains, crogsmall
stony hills before arriving on an open plane, good for aeca@amp is set up on a hill, an old French farm now
government run, with a beautiful view towards Fes. Diamet night in camp. (B,L,D)

Day 7 - The ride today takes you from hill to hill, occasiopglassing through a small village. Once in a while there
will be opportunities for long canters by the edges ofiglds where grapes and melons are growing. Finally @lyon
valley takes you back to the riding stables in Meknesria for lunch. Say goodbye to the horses, and set off drigin
Meknes, where you will have a short time to visit theks and Medina. Then drive on to Rabat and to the Hotel
Bouregreg for dinner and the night. (B,L,D)

Day 8- Breakfast in the hotel and own arrangements forandwravel / or flight home. (B)

discretion if the weather or other local conditioeguire.
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Flights / travel - Each itinerary ride has a different meeting pointhex Fes, Agadir, Ouzarzate, Rabat or Errachidic
(please see the individual itinerary or ask for mofermation). Royal Air Maroc fly daily to Casablancari London
and have onward flights to Fes, Agadir, Ourzazate aratkidia. They also fly direct from London to Marrakech

Easy Jet fly from Gatwick to Marrakech daily. Ryan fyrfrom London Stansted to Agadir and London Luton taM:
rakech. You can also fly via Paris with Air France vilygdrom Paris CDC to Rabat and Casablanca. Thergoa
train service in Morocco (www.oncf.ma) and there gation at Casablanca airport with mainline

connections between Meknes, Fes, Rabat and Marrakealcan also travel by train all the way for the UK

Health No jabs are required as a condition of entry to Moodicom the UK and Europe although The Hospital for
Tropical Diseases in London recommends that you ensurang up to date with Polio, Tetanus, Typhoid and Hepa
A. If you are not up to date with these you should visitry@P or a travel clinic about 4 weeks before departure.
