Portugal - Alentejo Rides 2010
Riding Trip Information Sheet

These rides take place on the coast of south-wegiddrin the Alentejo province to the south of Lislaow north of
the Algarve. They are run from ‘Herdadade Pessegueiidirggrand breeding stables owned by Claudia Castanhei
and her family and situated in a peaceful location anfemutes from the coast and about 20 minutes drive from the
seaside town of Milfontes and 10 minutes from the smédlring town of Porto Covo. A large part of the Alentejo
coast is protected parkland reserve where building and ¢geweltt is restricted and with its dramatic cliffs andkso
coves, clean, sandy beaches and stunning views out ovtladhtdc and inland to the mountains, it is a wonderfeba
for riding. Claudia and her business partner Paulo are ledgeable, welcoming and easy-going hosts. They are fu
ride with and together with their charming Portugueselfaaffer a wonderfully warm welcome as well as init®
knowledge of the region, its horses and traditions.

DatesRides are for 7 nights Saturday to Saturday year roungeixcAugust, with dates organised on request. Ride
are normally run for a minimum of 4 guests though cacdndirmed for less with changes to the itinerary.

The HorsesThe horses used for the rides are well schooled pum@sslred Lusitanos, the native horse of Portugal
There are about 15 riding horses at the stables and abbotgis altogether, including stallions, breeding meanes
youngsters. Most of the horses used for guests havebbegihy Claudia and Paulo and are between about 15hh al
16hh. They are good natured, well schooled, forward goidgesponsive to ride. Tack is English style and saddle
blankets have pockets for personal belongings or saddlebagsovided. There is a maximum weight limit on the
rides of 13 stone 5Ibs (85kgs) in riding clothes but some exqped and fit heavier riders can be taken by special
(prior) arrangement, so please ask. We will need your aiecureight details before we can confirm a place ndeaas
horse allocation and availability depends on this. Hoase normally groomed and tacked up for you before and af
riding and your guide is on hand to assist with your hibrsecessary at lunch breaks.

Riding The ride starts from Herdade Pessegueiro, Claudia’s faittnriders spending each night in guest
accommodation at the farm. There is between abouadd/® Y2 hours riding each day on 6 days, with the haeftes |
out en-route on several nights during the week (whistrsi are driven back to base) so you can ride a loop days
and travel further afield. cont over.
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Riding cont. The rides explore the Alentejo’s coastal plainssiog cliff tops and open sandy beaches and also goe
inland into the Cercal mountain range so there is @ gaoety of terrain, landscape and vegetation. Thamam
riding group is usually 8 guests plus guide(s), although acomation at the farm sleeps a maximum of about 14
(including one or two rooms which sleep three or four aghiobed plus bunk beds) so more guests can be taken
time if necessary — for example if there is a privataup or non-riders. Rides are normally lead by Paulo sthil
Claudia or an assistant organises the back up, althoughttdngnoup is of mixed ability, two guides (usually Paulo
and Claudia) generally ride with guests so the ride caplief necessary. Both Claudia and Paulo are very
experienced as well as sympathetic, easy going and frignélgs who are a pleasure to ride with. There is a sand
school at the riding base and Claudia is a qualified instrgo lessons can sometimes be included by special
arrangement (horses and group numbers allowing).

PaceThe rides are usually at a well-balanced, mediumitly fast pace, with plenty of opportunities for long tratsd
canters although the pace will always depends on thralbability of the group, the weather and other localditions.
Much of the route is on coastal plain and there aapyncompacted sand tracks winding along the cliff topeyutyin
eucalyptus and cork oak forest and around open fields of whdatther crops. These provide perfect going for hor:
and many chances to canter.

Terrain Much of the area ridden through is part of a protectedaadserve and has thus not suffered the tourist
development and building often associated with a largeop&iurope’s south coast. It is unspoilt and in platesally
untouched, retaining much of its natural beauty and wildYiées will ride on paths through sand dunes and along cl
tops, on wide, sandy tracks through low scrub, heatliefaaasts of pine and eucalyptus and also around opendiel
crops. There are plenty of opportunities for long cardarsompacted sand tracks that provide perfect going arel tr
are also many wonderful invigorating coastal views.
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Wildlife The region is home to more than 200 species of birddimad partridge, migrating hoopoe, buzzard, kite an
protected species such as golden eagles, osprey and thstblds that are often seen nesting on craggy caastds.
Wild boar, fox and genet are also found, along with 75@aifft plant species that include lavender, thyme, rogem:s
cistus and autumn crocus. Farming and fishing are the mainriedust

Accommodation Accommodation on the rides is in small apartmersecto the stables. These are simple but
sufficiently comfortable with a double or twin bedroomn{gapartments have two bedrooms) with beds made up
sheets, blankets / duvets and pillows, a kitchen / brsiaidam equipped with table and chairs, a fridge, kettlekeroo
etc, and a bathroom with loo and shower.

Weather Daytime temperatures in summer are around 24 to 28 degrassadlly with a pleasant cooling breeze. In
winter daytime temperatures are generally 16 to 20 degre&isrigyht even in winter the temperature rarely drops
below 10 degrees C and conditions are ideal for ridingrgeard. The area averages 275 days of sunshine each ye

Itineraries The following is an example of the itinerary plannduit please note that it is only an example and
day-by-day arrangements may be varied by your guide if gaher, riders’ ability or local conditions require.
NOTE Between 1st June and 30th September horses are negdhli;m beaches in Portugal so there will be no ridin
on the beach on this ride. If there are less thadetgithen the itinerary will be changed, with ridesfoun the farm
each day.

Example itinerary:

Day 1 O0wn arrangements to travel to Lisbon. Met at theaad (usually at about 5pm) by Claudia your host and driv
about 2 hours to the stables at Herdade Pessegueiro.

After crossing the beach, head inlandtapd ¢
for a delicious picnic lunch in a shady spot in a porest, surrounded by lavender and thyme. A rest and sidsta be
mounting up again to head back across the coastal Rlaiarn to the stables and a shower and chance to rééae be
meeting up for dinner at the restaurant.

Day 3 Breakfast at about 8.30 and set off riding north to thellsfishing village of Porto Covo, following winding diif
tops with wonderful views over the rocky coves and unspediches that line the coast. Plenty of chancderigr
energetic canters on wide, sandy tracks before rigitaga cork oak forest where there will be a breakunch close to
the Morgavel dam. Those who wish can take a refreshing swthe dam and then, after a siesta, ride on along a
meandering track through the Gaio valley reminiscenharacient forest with its tall ferns and many wild flose
Finally you reach an old windmill adjacent to a smaltidock in which the horses spend the night, whilst riders a
driven back to Herdade Pessegueiro.

Day 4 After breakfast a short drive to meet the horses laga, tstarting from the windmill ride through the Sela
Vermalha Valley to the ridge of Cercal where therespectacular views in all directions of the region. énm lunch
next to a small creek shaded by overhanging poplar treethan, after lunch ride into the green rocky Roncitey.
Canter inland through eucalyptus and cork oak forests hieah back to the windmill where the horses spend a sec
night. Driven back to Herdade Pessegueiro for dinner and asgiefore (B,L,D)
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Day 5 Breakfast and a short drive to meet the horses. Mqutd ride south through the Godins valley until you rea
the Ribeira da Azenha plain with sandy tracks leadingutgtigine and eucalyptus forests. The route then takes yol
close to the seaside town of Milfontes and aftangdicross an impressive bridge over the Mira River, tisesiestop
for lunch in a pine forest close to the riverbantkimg back to Milfontes. In the afternoon continue ridihgbtigh pine
forest to the small village of Almograve and to a cottagle paddock where the horses spend the night. Driven bac
Herdade Pessegueiro for dinner and the night (B,L,D)

Day 6 Breakfast and a drive of about 20 minutes to where thefigpent the night. Mount up and from Almograve
ride in the direction of the coast to reach the smrdar cliff tops of Cabo Sard&o. Lunch today is in gmifecent spot
on the cliff top with stunning view of the Alentejo cdes. Time to enjoy the scenery and in the afternoda along
the cliffs, keeping an eye out for storks that negpeniious cliff towers, before crossing the rolling saluthes of
Almograve. The horses spend a second night in their paddtmsek to Almograve and riders are driven back to Herd
Pessegueiro via Milfontes with a chance to stop fairk dh the town. Dinner and night as before. (B,L,D)

Day 7 Meet the horses and from Almograve ride along a faaok until you reach the sand dunes and sea. Then, c
the bridge over the Mira River again and ride throughdhen of Milfontes. After stopping for a picnic lunch odoby,
ride up the coast and cross the coastal plain to fingdlgir the farm. A farewell dinner at the restaurantfiaadi night.
