Riding Trip Information Sheet

Cappadocia was formed between 2 and 10 million years agoltamc eruptions on the Anatolian plateau. While
cooling, the warm ashes turned into layers of "tufa" oedacolours and density. Water, wind and man have erodec
and carved the soft rock, giving birth to a wonderland of daegons and fantastically shaped rock formations. The
history of this area is also fascinating, with thetfimgjor civilisation, the Hittites, appearing around 2000 Bkis was
followed by numerous invasions, Lydians, Persians, tieek3 under Alexander the Great, Romans, Byzantines,
Selcuk Turks, then the Mongols and the Ottomans. Eaclethds own mark on the area and this, combined with
traffic along the Silk Road has created a wonderful rhoudiure. Cappadocia means 'the land of beautiful hoses'
name given by the Persians who saw the wild mountairepariithe region which still live on the slopes of Hreiyes
Volcano. The dramatic rock formations in wonderful sisaofeyellow and red have made the area famous andatere
many churches, houses and dovecots carved into thesad@&hare based from a small ranch just outside the edw
Ortahisar and are guided by Nicolas Guillo & Dominique Néomvie own the ranch.

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Riding The progressive rides include 5 full days and 1 half daggidnd there are generally between 5 and 6 hours
the saddle on the full days, with breaks to rest antifarh, although riding time does vary.

You are
expected to groom, tack-up / un-tack and generally look ydtarhorse yourself (except on the Discover Cappadoc
rides). Your guide is on hand if you need any help and youtes&dadlways checked before you set off.

PaceThe rides are at a slow to moderate pace overall dilne tierrain but there are some lovely canters alafigy
floors between towering rock formations, and along plag¢ixween wheat fields. There are some quite steep niounta
tracks, which dictates a slow pace, and there is dtstoohroad work through towns and villages. Traffic cangoite
busy in some of the more touristy villages but the é®ese used to this and are sensible on the road.

Riding Experience The rides are aimed at reasonably experienced, confiders.rTo join them you must feel
relaxed, comfortable and secure in the saddle on wedladed horses at a walk, trot and fast canter. You slaisddbe
used to riding for reasonably long hours, outside in an epemonment and on sometimes challenging terrain. The
horses are sensible, but they have a generally livelgeeament so they suit confident, relaxed riders. Als all our
rides, you will enjoy your trip much more if you are Raifit - both riding fit and with a good level of generahess -
and this is particularly necessary for the progressaes tf you do not ride regularly at home, we recommend some
concentrated training in the months before you go to gt testhe hours you will spend in the saddle.

Terrain Cappadocia is well known for its dramatic scenery andsited by many tourists. The rides take you off the
beaten track to areas which are seldom seen by matsnagitors though you will ride short distances on taranaet
through villages which can be quite busy with tourists. Mafdiine riding is through the rock formations for whible
area is famous, but you also ride up and down mountaits e high plateaux and through fields and fruit orchard:

In high seasugie
rooms cannot be guaranteed every night on the guesthouseCaaeping is basic but you should be reasonably
comfortable. Sleeping tents are large, white canvgseeshaped tents, the same design as those used bgyathe lo
nomads, tall enough to stand up in the middle of the wetit,a waterproof groundsheets, rugs and 2" thick mattress
supplied. You are expected to put up / take down your tenttandtsall away in the back up trailer each morning.
There is a central 'mess' tent which is again in taditinomadic style with kilims and rugs on the flood &ow
Turkish ‘chai’ tables. A 'shower' tent, which has a l&agn and jugs for pouring hot water, is set up foigtioeip -
there is not always time for everyone to have a shewery night. Loos when camping are open air!

Day 1- You will be met on arrival in Kayseri from flightk2018 at 19.40 and driven about an hour to a guesthoust
Ortahisar, within the Cappadocia National Park. Dinner agiat @it the guesthouse. D

Day 2- You will be driven to the stables in the early morrimgneet the horses, and get acquainted with the riding
equipment. Set off leading the horses for the finst i@nutes, then mount up and after a short time begmbeig a
narrow path along a ridge which overlooks the valleyzéngi, where abrupt rock walls shelter stone citaotels
dovecotes. After lunch at the natural rock circus dflikayou take a path carved into the rock down to thésahc
Greek village of Mustafapasa / Sinasos. The routettiass you through the valley of Cemece, an expanseaf lan
resembling the Mongolian steppes, past Lake Damsa andoocaimip in an old orchard.

The cliff-top view is bredtimg
You descend into a lush valley planted with trees, wheuestop for a short break. Ride on through the green
countryside, crossing narrow streams, winding your wayuin gardens and small woods. Further on you reach o
grassland where shepherds herd their flocks, helped byrimessive Turkish Kangal dogs. After a last canter acrc
the steppe, you arrive at camp, where the horsestasiltke night. Lunch is cooked over a wood fire and yeutlzgn
transferred to a guesthouse in Urchisar, one of Cappadowatspicturesque villages. You can spend the rest of the
day visiting the village's troglodytic quarters, walk thromglarby Pigeon Valley or you may want to take a taxi to
Goreme (4 km away) to visit the Open Air Museum or tpstor souvenirs and local crafts. Dinner and night at the
guesthouse in Uchisar. (Camping and Guesthouse Ride). B,L,D

Day 5- Early this morning there is the opportunity for an@pdi hot air balloon flight over Cappadocia's magical
landscape at sunrise. Breakfast and a short drivetbanket the horses. Saddle up and set off from the \alley
Sorkumlu; some parts of the valley are so narrow tiet torm a deep canyon with many hidden treasures.

Set off riding from camp through extraorginack formations before leaving the village of Goreme
behind and riding into the aptly named Love Valley where yop ®r a short break at the foot of the fancy fairy
chimneys. Your small, agile horses are able to pick thay up the valley and on into the White Valley through a
narrow path carved in the rock. Climbing to the plateainabare will be a long canter before stopping for luimcthe
shady woods of the Sheep Valley. After lunch and dssisaddle up and ride on, cantering on the large sarckstra
which lead to the ancient village of Cavusin, where stop for a tea break, or perhaps a glass of freshly zgdee
orange juice. A scenic path carved in the red rock of MBoatepe leads you to the famous rock formations of
Pasabag. After a long canter across the plain, yot thadroglodyte camp in Yeni Zelve. Here, you can wétehsun
set above Devrent valley while dinner is cooking overcdmapfire.

Example Itinerary - Cappadocia Discovery Ride

This is a single-base ride with guests staying each sitjt@r in a guesthouse, or at a boutique hotel in Urgup hwic
just 10 minutes from the ranch. The programme is 7 niglitis,546 hours riding on 4 days and the option of riding o
a 5th day (extra charge). Two days free for other aesvénd sightseeing. This is an excellent choice fmsehooking
for a more flexible programme without compromising onrttimg or scenery. Riders are not required to tack-up or
untack their horses, an assistant will prepare thegdsoin the morning and will take care of it at lunchtand at the
end of the day. As you return each evening to base, thisasa great option for a combination of riders anumaders,
or families. The small market town of Urgup is knowniterancient troglodyte quarters, craft and carpet shugiss,
bars and restaurants, along with its wine making asasedh authentic hamam (traditional Turkish steam) lzath its
lively Saturday market. When you are not riding, you cenphi relax at your guesthouse / hotel or take the time to
visit Cappadocia's troglodyte villages and frescoed chardlyeabove the magical landscape in a hot-air ballo
explore the famous underground cities or attend a whirlingisteceremony at the caravanserai.

Day 1 - You will be met on arrival in Kayseri from flightk018 at 19.40 and driven about an hour to the town of
Urgup within the Cappadocia National Park.

Day 3 -After breakfast transfer to the ranch. Today you heaards one of the better known parts of Cappadocia
through the valley of Yatak and over the twin 'summotappadocia. You wind your way through the tunnels and
arches of the beautiful Green Valley then onto thetyteiglodytic village of Uchisar where you will stoprfioinch.
From the restaurant's terrace, the view is breatlgakifter a visit to the village's rock fortress and faihymneys, you
ride through the rocky labyrinths of the White Valleglamto the famous Love Valley and its gigantic phatickr
formations. You trot and canter back to the ranch thrdiaddts and gardens, via the villages of Goreme and Ortahis
Transfer back to your guesthouse or hotel for dinner and the (&)L,D).
